All stallions must wear a bitted bridle.

The Judge’s decision is final.

All competing horses take part on the condition that they are completely under control, if not will be asked by the steward to leave the ring

Marshalling stewards will call for entrants 3 times for the event class #. Competitors are expected to present themselves in the marshalling yard promptly. No late admittance to the ring when judging starts or when the steward closes the entry gate. Delay will result in disqualification from the class.

Riders must wear an Australian Standard Hard hat/helmet when riding 

Breed and harness general information

Non Members are required to apply 14 days in advance for casual day participant insurance, at the cost of $11-00 per day; you can only apply for this twice. After which you must apply to join the CCHS or you will be ineligible to enter future shows/events ran by the CCHS .All past members must renew their membership as they are not eligible for the casual day insurance cover.

HORSE ACCOMMODATION: All stallions will be allocated a special stall. Please apply on entry form.    (No undercover stalls are available.) You are expected to leave them clean or you will be billed $50-00 for cleaning them--- banned from any CCHS event and points won at the show will be deducted.

DOGS:  for insurance and legal reasons, sorry, NO dogs are allowed

PRESENTATION: Since this is a show for the benefit of the competitors and public, the cleanliness and presentation of your horses is important to you and to us. Concreted washing–bay facilities have been provided, remember to turn off the water after use. .

UNATTENDED HORSES: No horse/s, harnessed to a vehicle, implement, log or slide, are to be tied up and left unattended whilst harnessed to that vehicle or implement. 

All maiden horses will be required to undertake a safety test prior to being allowed to participate.

. The organisers reserve the right to alter the rules, regulations and the timetabling to better suit the entries.

Harness is optional for all events, if you are entering authentic type turnout and your horse does not have winkers, you lose points, it’s up to you. Horses using bitless bridles for the first time at this show will be tested before the show

Harness Entrants. – ALLOCATED NUMBERS: to be worn on the arm or around waist so that Judges, Stewards and the Public can identify competitors and horses. Entrants MUST display their numbers when competing. PLEASE return numbers at end of show. A $5-00 refundable-deposit will be charged. Please bring with you your chains of minimum length if entering events 7, 7A, 13, and 14. Make sure the hooks can fit over 10mm steel rod 

 Harness optional for all events except 8,9,10,11,12 due to insurance requirements , all carriage events horses must be bitted.

Please indicate number of stalls required on entry form.

Equestrian Centre Gates will be open Friday, 3 June, 9-00am

Please make sure that you send proof of your bank payment to the CCHS WA account. Proof of payment must be sent with your entry to be able to enter.

 Dardanup Harness Working Show

   Harness optional for all events except 8,9,10,11, 12 where  all horses must be bitted for insurance purposes 

1------Maiden horse. Horse never won an event at a working show, judged on horse

 2--Junior Driver, -- judged on handler

JUNIOR DRIVERS/HANDLERS are children aged between 5 and 17 years on the day of competition. They must be accompanied by an adult while competing, Be a member of the CCHS , and completed the CCHS WA forms with regards to insurance, Adult must be with them at all times when showing or working the heavy horse. Dardanup Show regulations --- junior will be tested prior to entry to the ring or working area. This class has no entry fee this year, and no prize money but ribbons and tangible prize will be given. Judge to give a critique on each junior no winner no loser

3--Novice--- Handler never won an event at a working show, judged on handler

4---Open-- judged on handler and horse

Events 1, 2, 3, 4, Horse may be presented in winkers, open bridle, collar, hames, breastplate, sursingle. Driven with long reins.

Grid system of marking

Judge may ask handlers in all events to walk on 10, stop 10, back 10, 

10 points side pass left, 10 points side pass right. 10 points fan left, 10 points fan right. 

5  Driven Obstacle Course. 

Timed by two stewards, by prior arrangement or whoever the judge appoints on the day.

Timed event by 2 officials, every fault incurs one point. 

Dropping both reins disqualification. Drivers are not allowed to adjust, alter, assist the horse by moving harness or chains once the course is started and the course completed.  

 Dragging reins 1 point. ---Harness optional--- Judged on a grid system

3 cones 2 large drums,  

                                             Knocking a cone or drum over 1 point, 1 cone 1 point etc. Handler to drive horse around cones, then around and forward between two drums. 

Tarp: back horse from between drums over tarp, 1 point for every refusal, 1 point if the horse steps off

Poles side pass 2 poles exercise; trample any pole 1 point,

If horse refuses to side pass both poles 2 point 

Jump: Crossed rails from two drums on either side.1 points each rail knocked over. 1 points for every refusal.

Bridge:  1 points for every refusal. 

Road:  1 point lost every time the horse steps off road

7 Log snig if both events entered steward will direct you on, otherwise unhook chains at start of log snig obstacle. Event may be timed. Drivers are not allowed to adjust, alter, assist the horse by moving harness or chains once course is started till horse and driver have finished course.

Judge may measure chains to check that minimum length is correct

Harness may be open bridle or winkers, collar/breastplate, hames, chains, long reins .spider belly / back band .Entrants to be Judged and marked on a grid system by judge  

Log Snig, single horse----------

Log measurements-------------------------3 metres long x 200cm x 100cm aprox

                    Swing. ----------------------------------------33ins min width

Chain length from hames to swing hook, -------------- 2.34 metres minimum 

Chain from swing to log [if used] -----------------------------------.400

Rope on the ground marks the boundary

Posts with [cricket or such like] balls a top, course set in a rectangle 22 metres x 7 metres

4 post’s at 4metres apart the first post being 5 metres from start line. 

The last post being 5 metres from line.

 Post’s 3.5 metres from side boundary. 

Knocking off ball --------1 point 

Knocking post on ground 1 point [if post is left on a lean, but not touching ground no points lost].

Handler stepping on log ------- 1 point 

Foot is not allowed to keep log away from post ----- disqualified from 1-2-3, positions 

Handler or horse stepping on or over boundary line ---------1 point each foot.

Handler or horse stepping over boundary line with both feet/ all horses’ feet disqualified from first 3 places but encouraged to finish.

Both reins dropped on ground or help required ----- disqualified from a place but encouraged to finish’

Any horse which experiences difficulty IE: all feet over boundary line, or needs help should be encouraged to finish but will not be placed in the 1-2-3 positions, this is to encourage the handler and horse to gain experience.

After first round if any horses finish with same amount of points, the width of rectangle will be reduced by .500  from longer sides, play off must be timed.

If after this there are horses on equal points and time, the width will be further reduced by .500 from longer sides, event must be timed.

All horses should be of neat appearance, harness optional.

Please make sure that the clip to go on swing hook is of sufficient size to fit over 10MM/ half inch steel rod

Horse with least points 1st, 2nd, 3rd. 

2 logs and 2 swingle trees [33INCHES] will be at Dardanup working show 

7 a ----- log snig obstacle

 If both 7 & 7a events entered steward will direct you on, otherwise unhook chains at start of 7a log snig obstacle. Over rough ground, through, under, around trees and bushes, timed event. Drivers are not allowed to adjust, alter, assist the horse by moving harness or chains once course is started till horse and driver have finished course.

Start at the roll of rubber belting which is around 1.75 high

#2 don’t go the wrong way 

 #3 logs are 1 metre high x 2 metres long

#4, horse allowed to go over logs to manoeuvre [marked as /////////] pulled log past fallen log 

#5 pulled log through fallen trees around 4 metres long

#6 through shallow ditch and up over small mound which will have a tyre either side.

The judge will decide if in the event of a draw, same time, faults, some obstacles will be made more difficult with the horses finishing equal 1st will play off for 1st and 2nd places.

        Implements must be of scarifier, plough discs, pasture harrows, harrows, and flat chains, off earth turning /digging nature. No ploughs

 Judged on straightness of work and ability of horse to work in a designated area of approximately 50 metres x 12 metres.  Points will be deducted every time horse, driver, implement go out of designated area.

 Manners 20 --- Soundness of horse 20--- 

Area covered 20,

Note: Area covered in relation to farm implement being worked, safety officer will check that implement is attached to swingle tree so that it will work efficiently and is correctly towed by horse. Groom may stand in front of horse; points will be deducted if the groom handles the horse or harness 

 It is estimated that a plot will measure 12 metres X 50 metres, so it is advised that the implement will be no wider than 1.800 metres. Pasture harrows come in 1.2m and 1.8m’
