My gorgeous boy has been very busy these past 2 years since he first stepped out at the delightful CCSHA
championship show in 2007.

In his first EFA season in 2007 and no more than 4 novice tests under his belt he was placed 4th and 7th at the Vic
EFA championships and 5th overall. All horses placing above us were either frozen semen babies or imported!
What a feat for my clydie boy! He was then well on his way in his training when EI put a ‘freeze’ on our competition
plans so | decided to give him an extended holiday and he was happy covering our WB mares and some select
visiting mares.

In the meantime | concentrated on getting his progeny trained and his first 4 all sold immediately. Bettina, Stella,
Paage and Ra are all placed in competitive homes and winning tests at their respective levels. Paage, who is his
eldest rising 6yo placed this month at NSW council Novice tests at the mecca of Australian dressage, Sydney. She is
holding her own amongst some of Australia’s finest new imports. His beautiful black daughter affectionately known
as 'Betty" was just about to step out Novice EFA and in Young Horse comps when she died suddenly. A huge loss
for her loving owner Lea Downing.

I had just brought ‘Mo' back into training and attended clinics with German Classical Master Hartmut Schmidt when
i was offerred a job in Germany.
