Also, a little story to show the christmas spirit,.sorry not about a clydie cross but our percheron cross mare. 
  
Last week I took Tansy to Bundoora RDA to be assessed to be used as one of thier horses.  
  
The week before,  I helped out with a man who had been in a car accident 8 weeks ago who now has a brain injury.
Only 8 weeks ago he was like anyone else working, had his own property with horses and now is in rehab trying to
put his life back together. The Bundoora centre help a lot of men with acquired brain injury. The good news is he
can walk, he can talk (slowly) and when assessed on a horse by the occupational therapist, he should be able to
greatly improve with lots of therapy. Several systems in his body are working i.e. he knows when one side of his
body collapses and we could get him to straighten up and regain his balance for a few minutes when on the horse. It
was this day I learnt that the RDA mobile horse unit has shut down and Maree now has to source about 5 more
horses, so while very big I offered Tansy up to be tested.  
  
Maree give these people so much dignity and respect.   
  
This Friday just gone I took Tansy down. Another really disabled man who has been going to her centre for a long 
time was asked to assess Tansy . (He is in a laying position in a wheel chair).  They wheeled him up on to the ramp
and introduced Tansy to him. Maree asked him if he could assess Tansy for the program.  She said it was a very
important job and that he had so much experience, she thought he was the best person for the task. 
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( I was just blown away on how Maree went about this. the manner in which she did this gave him control of the
task, dignity and the feeling of value. She just had given someone who doesn't have a lot of control over life a true
purpose, a task and his opinion was valued). 
 
I was also pleased with Tansy as you never know how a horse is going to react? After a few minutes not being sure
of what was going on and being anxious with too many people around her. I asked for a few of them to step back, as
soon as a few did , Tansy took a breath, stepped forward and put her head in his lap and let him rub his face all over
hers. He was playing with her ears and kissing her nose. After this the man announced that he thought Tansy had
potential. He obviously has a sense of humour and I am guess with his vocab that this man has been very well
educated but due to fate, he is in the state he is.  
  
We did have a few scary moments when he grabbed her lead rope right under her chin with a vice like grip. With
Tansy being so big ( 16 + hh and percheron cross) I was worried that the wheel chair, several helpers and the man
would be flung a great distance off the ramp if she pulled back. But she didn't. I also had my hand on the clip ready
to undo it. The occupational therapist was on the ball and got his hand open to release the lead rope. 
  
What a wonderful experience for all involved.  Tansy has a few more tests to come her way to be fully accredited
bit so far so good. Now we just need to find 5 more horses for Maree, 3 she will be buying and at least 2 more loan
for the day horses.

Treasurerôs Report ï Year End 31st October 2009 

Report Date : 29th November 2009 
 

The Clydesdale Cross Sport Horse Association have again, had another successful financial year, resulting in a profit 
of $2,191.15. 
 
Income generated for the year, can be summarised into the following: 
- Memberships $ 4,030 
- Registrations $ 3,139 
- Events $ 5,028 
- Misc $      94 
 
Expenses incurred for the year, can be summarised into the following groups: 

 - Assoc. Costs $ 1,746 
 - Member./Reg.s $ 1,398 
 - Events $ 6,759 
 - Other $    197 
 

The Association still has a healthy account balance of $12,052, as at 31st October 2009.  The only costs not to be 
included in last years figures above, are the new administration costs, that the association incurred, in remuneration for 
the work completed by the Registrar and the Newsletter Editor. These are still to be confirmed. 
 
The Association requested that I keep a tally of hours spent being the Treasurer, and it works out to be approximately 
3.5 hours a month.  I also kept a tally of the Newsletter Editor role, and that works out to be approximately 4 hours a 
month.

Registrarôs Report ï Year End 31st October 2009 
Report Date : 29th November 2009 

 
 
The Clydesdale Cross Sport Horse Association have had a challenging year in regards to membership and horse/stud 
registrations, as our Registrar was ill during the financial year, which resulted in myself taking over the role.  We 
finished the year with a total of 128 current members, and as a result of our mishap, we have offered 58 free 
memberships for the 09/10 & 10/11 years.   
 
As a result of the mishap, the Association decided to pay remuneration to who-ever does the Registrar role in the 
future, as we recognised the vitality of this role for the Association, and wanted to encourage responsibility.   From 
when I took over the role on the 8th August 2009 to the 31st October 2009, I have kept a record of the time spent on this 
role, and have accumulated a total of 58 hours.  A lot of this time was accumulated in the first month getting the 
registrations and membership up to date.  Below, at the Associations request, Iôve tried to average the amount spent on 
the numerous parts of the role: 
- Memberships = 30 mins each 
- Horse Registrations = 45 mins each  
- Stud Book Registrations = 30 mins each 
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As at the 31st October all Memberships and Registrations were up to date, and we have received numerous new ones 
for the 09/10 year already. 
 
Over the years the association has had a lot of interest in memberships, registrations, etc, with the total below number 
of applications being received: 
 
- 296 Membership Registrations.  Which is represented by 277 adult members & 19 junior members. 
- 311 Horse Registrations.  Which is represented by 259 sport horse & 52 stud book. 
- 21 Registered Stud Names. 

 
It will be an interesting year to come, as hopefully we have not alienated any members, and have suitably rectified the 
Registrar role within the Association.
