The Clydesdale Cross Sport Horse Association held its annual 0Championship Show 6 on Sunday the
28" of February at Werribee Park National Equestrian Centre (WPNEC).

The weather was very reasonable to us, mostly sunny and a bit windy in the afternoon. Our day
officially started at 8.00am and finished around 5.00pm. The indoor arena provided shelter and
comfort for those that came to watch and a great experience for some younger or greener of our
competitors. Some reports suggest that the fun started much earlier though as quite a number of
the competitors chose to camp there overnight.

We were blessed to have two Judges both very experienced in their own areas. Jill Mattei is a
level 1 dressage rider and has been hunting and showing for 25 years.
