Hi Robbie,

Since you're running low on results etc | thought I'd let you
know a little about my 4 year old Clydie Cross TB gelding
Firestone Lodge Argenisky aka Iggy and I. Iggy is what |
refer to as my heart horse, I'd had a rough 12 months or
so when | lost my two beloved geldings, a 3 year old Paint
I'd started myself to a snake bite in December 06 and my
18 year old QH x TB gelding had to be put to sleep due to
broken pedal bones in November 07 and while | had
found a perfectly lovely filly to ride and bring on under
saddle when | happened upon anad for Iggy |
just couldn't get him out of my head. After 2 weeks
of telling myself | didn't need a new horse and the timing
was totally off (my husband and | were about to head
overseas for a 3 week holiday) | decided that | couldn't
resist just "having a look". At the time Iggy was a 2 year
old and had had lots of natural horsemanship and Trek
training from the ground but wasn't broken in and while he
was totally my type of horse, big, strong and full of
personality an unbroken gelding really wasn't what |
should have been considering. His owner had bought him
from the Firestone Lodge stud here in Tasmania as a 10
month old and he'd simply grown too big for her so she
was taking her time looking for the right home for him and

| have to admit that Iggy and | met and fell mutually in
love, the moment he rested his head gently against my
tummy is something I'll never forget so 2 days before we
were to leave for the US | paid a deposit and agistment
costs for his then owner who had kindly agreed to keep
him until our return. That was just over 2 years ago and
although lggy had to hold off on being started under
saddle due to my husband and | starting our family with
our daughter Lilah, Iggy and | spent that extra time
building a super strong bond through ground training and
just hanging out together. Iggy has taught me a million
things and | honestly can't imagine my life without him.
After having my daughter | didn't feel | had the confidence
or the time to start him under saddle myself so | started
asking around, it took me 8 months to research breakers
and decide which trainer | wanted to start Iggy under
saddle and finally in November 09 off he went to start his
riding career, he returned home just over 3 weeks later
with an A+ report card and then we started a new phase
in our relationship, riding.

Iggy is an absolute gem of a horse and | wouldn't trade
him for anything so when the Dilutes Association of
Tasmania organised a low key Fun Day | decided that
Iggy and | should go and try it out, | say try because up
until | had Iggy started under saddle I'd spent the last 10
years barrel racing and riding western so it was a whole
world of change to get back to the years I'd spent as a kid
riding english. After a rough week in the lead up to the
event, where | had my first fall from Iggy things continued
to go a little off plan in the led classes where he was a
little too excited by all of the action and other horses but
we did still manage to collect a blue ribbon for his height
class. Before the ridden classes it was decided because
of my nerves from the recent fall that my friend Brit would
ride lggy for her rider classes, a big step since they'd
never met before and Iggy had only ever had myself and
his breaker ride him but they went on to do very well and
eventually secured Champion Rider for her age group. Brit
also took Iggy into the Green Horse ring where he was
awarded two third place ribbons which | was thrilled about.
Iggy behaved beautifully under saddle and all in all we
had a very enjoyable day out despite the poor weather
(rain and eventually gale force winds). I've attached a
couple of photos of Iggy, including one of him with his
ridden ribbons, Brit and her own green thoroughbred
Temperance. I'm very proud of my Clydesdale Cross and
his unbelievable personality, he might still be a green
horse but he'll give anything a try including letting our now
1 year old daughter ride around on him with her kicking
and squealing with excitement. Iggy has been such a
wonderful example of the Clydesdale Cross that my Great
Uncle wha's 78 has recently just purchased himself a 3
year old Clydie Cross colt to bring into harness and then
saddle and I'm hoping that when it comes time for my
